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Even documents like patents, passports, titles and deeds, marriage certificates, almost anything in print, can have a new value, a new focus, and save reams of paper, forests full of trees, and reduce mailing costs by millions of dollars every year.
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For example, some patents may be 300 pages long. And you can buy a printed

copy from the patent office for under $5. This single page patent could be used to display all 300 pages. And laying this document on a copier would let you make a copy of any page you want, or all of them.

The opportunity exists to redefine print, redefine paper, and lead a

revolution in publishing, where, conceptually, the sex appeal of the web meets

the staid dullness, thickness and weight of print on paper, and turns it into magic.

THE DEVICE

The device is similar, but a much thinner version, of the electronics package you will find in the very popular greeting cards with sound, some capable of

recording. Our technology reduces the thickness and adds a display, either two

color (white on black/gray), or full color. 
THE MARKET POTENTIAL

We anticipate this market will grow to approximately $1 billion in sales in the U.S. within five years. The first two years will be building demos, announcing the new technology, demonstrating at investor and advertiser conferences, and on our web site, and taking orders and creating designs for our customers. We

anticipate expansion to New York City, Boston, Chicago, San Francisco, and LA, in the U.S. to kick things off. We will expand into Canada, Europe, Eastern

Europe, Russia, and Asia / Pacific (Japan, Hong Kong, Asia, India, Australia and New Zealand through partnerships).

Since this technology is applied to printed media or packaging in high volume

environments, we will be seeking partnership and prospective investment from

print services companies such as R. R. Donnelly.
